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Suggestions for Convention:

A common fault at any Asian Convention is the
lack of up-to-the-minute information. for the common
delegates. While the Chief Delegate and his Deputies
are busily engaged in press conferences and social

- intercourse, the common delegates are left to plan
“their own activities in small groups, independently
and in a disorganised manner entirely oblivious of
what goes on besides the scheduled official functions.
This is particularly true when the delegation arrives
1 or 2 days before the Convention starts.

Of all the service that should be provided by the

Convention Committee I believe the most important -

and most wanting is the printing of bulletins and
circulars to keep the delegates informed of all the
activities taking place whether or not they are required
to participate. This is the only way to create the
feeling of travelling as a group and not being divided
into VIP’s and nobodies. Immediately after the
departure from Hong Kong daily bulletins should be
issued and supplemented by up-to-the-minute in-
formation slips. -'

More specifically I would suggest the Convention
Committee should provide each delegate with a detailed
itinarary giving exact information of time, place,
transportarion and accommodation prior to departure,
A similar Scheduled of the official functions at the
Convention should be issued at the same time,

Immediately upon arrival each delegate should be-

provided with a list of room numbers occupied by the
_ delegates so that a close contact between individual
members may be kept.

Thereafter daily bulletins should contain news of
the official and social duties performed by the Chief
Delegate and his Deputies including the late arrival
and early departure of members and reports of events
that have taken place the day before and the activities
that will take place on that same day. If special
functions are organised or unscheduled invitations
ate extended to the members of the Delegation these

)

should be announced by circulars delivered to the
members’ rooms.

Announcement should be made as regards the
procedure of registration and of the issuance of
Convention Documents.

Notice should be made clear as to the arrangement
of mass transportation to and, more important, from

_ official functions during the Convention.

Experience has shown on countless occassions
whereby our delegates experienced great difficulties
in getting the necessary transportation back to their
hotel after the conclusion of an official function.

Wherever possible, sight secing excusions should
be organised for the benifit of the delegates before and
after the official functions.

The District should appoint some one to cover the
Convention with reports and photos so that the whole
Convention may be related in this Magazine for the
benefit of those who have not participated, This
some one should be a person who would be attending
all the official functions and press conferences so that
his coverage would be complete.

Farewell to the Cradle;

If Athens and Rome are the cradles of Western

Though the journey has not been easy we have
managed to trdvel from infancy to maturity and on the
way to a steadier and healthier future. .

agencies including 4 English papers, 4 Chinese papers,
2 radio and 2 T.V. broadcasting stations, the H.K.

First of all allow me to express my very warm
thanks ‘to the District Governor of District 303 and
in particular the Lions Club of North Kowloon for
their kindness in selecting me as a delegate to the
Lions World Youth Congress which was held in
Dallas, Texas from June 23 to 29, 1968. It has been
a wonderful experience for me, something which I

will not easily forget. I now have pleasure in pre-. -

senting my report of the Congress.

The Chairman of the General Committee of the
Congress was Mr, Finis E. Davis, Past President,
Lions International, Chairman of the Youth Forum
was Mr. W. R. Bryan, and the co-ordinator of the
World Youth Congress was Mr. George E. Bushong.

On the 22nd of June, at 4.30 p.m., I arrived at

. the Dallas Airport and was greeted by a Host Lion,

who took me to the Southern Methodist University
Campus.

On the 23rd of June, most of the delegates had
arrived. At 6 o’clock in the evening, Mr. George

' Bushong led all 98 of us into the Owen Fine Art

Centre. Every delegate was given a Bolero bearing
the emblem of the Youth Congress. At 6:30 p.m,,
we entered the Congress Hali and Mr. W. R. Bryan
the Second Vice-President of  Lions International
welcomed us and he immediately gave us assignments
to prepare for the Monday Afternoon Session. The
Bubject on Monday Afternoon Session was “Life of
Youth in Our Geographical Area”. The Object was
“To gain better understanding of the world in which
we live, it’s likenesses and it’s differences”. We were
divided into 10 committees by geographical areas, that
is Asia one group, America one group and so on.
Each committee” was allotted 11 minutes for it’s
repott.

The committee from Asia consisted of 9 persons.
They were from Thailand, Philippines, Japan, The
Republic of China, Ceylon, Malaysia, Korea, Pakistan,
and Hong Kong. Firstly, we selected a Chairman

* for the meeting. Our Chairman was Mr. Paul Kadang

Dinggat from Malaysia,

Secondly a secretary was selected. His duties
were to score the majority discussions of the group,
and to assist the speaker in preparation of reports.

Lions World Youth Congfess

June 23-29, 1968 -

" Thailand.

Thirdly, the speaker, his duty was to represent
the committee in presenting our report to the entire
assembly. Our Speaker was Mr., Chandralal
Colombage from Ceylon. The subjects which we
discussed were divided into 6 main points:

) Educational System—that is how it is organised,
Subject emphasis and Extra curricular activities.

(2) Type of Government.

(3) Economic Conditions—Industrial and Agricul-
tural, Inflationary trends and Needs.

(4) Political Issues—Segregation, integration, war,
peace, socialism, capitalism.

(5) Stafus of Youth—Voting age,  Obligation to
armed force. Exposure to political and economic
Crises.

(6) Family Life.
Our discussion lasted for 3 hours._

On Monday 24th of June, at 9:00 am, Once
again, the 98 delegates of the Youth Congress entered
the Owen Fine Art Centre at the Congress Hall to-
begin our first day of the Youth Meeting. At9:00a.m.
there was a film show called the “The Long Parade”,
the film was about how Mr. Melvin Jones founded the
Lions International in 1917.  And also the film showed
the 1967 Golden Anniversary Convention held in
Chicago. At 9:30 am. Mr. Paul Eckelman, Vice-
President of Lions International and also the Vice-
Chairman of the Youth Congress, introduced Lions
International President Mr. Jorge Bird to address the
Congress, President Bird’s speech was how the people
of the world must understand each other -through
Lionism. After President Bird’s speech, Mr. Paul
Eckelman introduced the V.IP. Lions from other
countries and also introduced the. Directors and the
Past Presidents. Then we had a short recess. At
10:30 am. Second Vice-President Mr. W. R. Bryan
introduced Astronaut Dr. Owen K. Garriott (PHD)
from Oklahoma,




Dr. Garriott spoke about the Impact of the Space
Age on the World of Tomorrow. Then at 11:45 a.m.
the Congress ended the morning session to have lunch.
At 1:00 p.m. the group Committee Reports—
Discussion, “Life of Youth in Our Geographical Area.
The first group to speak was from Finland, Denmark,
Belgium, Sweden, Switzerland, Awustria, Ireland,
Germany, Netherland, France, Spain, Norway,
England, and Italy. The speaker was Mr. Barry
Williams from England. Mr. Williams mentioned
that every youth at the age of 15 or 16 must be in
High School. English or another language was
suggested as compulsory because his committee
thought that some day Europe might be united. If
the youth’s family is wealthy then it is most likely
that he will attend 2 good -school, on the other hand,
if the youth is poor then he must attend a school
which is not so famous. In England, Public School
is expensive but it guarentees entry into the University,
Mr. Williams also mentioned that.in their area, much
importance was placed on examination, if one fails
the examination then the chance of going to University
is very low. Sports is compulsory in school. Every

_youth has to do military service. Recently there were
riots in some of the European countries caused by the
students. Reasons are that the youths are discontented
with the political policy of their country. The voting
age in Europe is 21 years. That was some of the
general ideas of the youths in Europe.

The second group was the Mid-Western States of
the U.S.A. The States that represented this group
were Indiana, Iowa, Illinois, Kansas, Ohio, Minnesota,
Nebraska, Wisconsin, Missouri, the speaker for this
group was Mr. James Heaton from Ohio. The
people in that area are rather comservative. The
schools are run by School Boards. There are many
clubs which students can join, such as the Science
club, Math club, Drama club and various sports
clubs, Economic conditions were sound. Poverty
. is rarely seen: In that area Agriculture is very
important, main crops are wheat, corns and potatoes.

Industries are handcraft, cars and oil refineries,
The authority in the Mid-Western States maintain
good law and order. The Voting age is 21. Youths
have to be drafted into the army at the age of 19,

Next group consisted of three countries, Australia,
New Zealand and Canada, The speaker was Mz,
William Thomas from New Zealand. Here the voting
age is 21. All young men must do army service
except Canada, Youths are beginning to take greater
interest in the political situation. In Australia and
New Zealand, children at the age of 5 to 6 years musi-
start their Primary education. There are mainly
three types of schools. They are the Church-school,
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the Private-secondary school, and the Public-secondary
school. There are also many clubs for Drama,
Debating, Sports etc. In New Zealand education is
compulsory. They concentrate more on agriculture

" than industry. Less government control in Australia

and more government control in New Zealand and
Canada. :

" Next group to speak was from the Latin American
countries, Paraguay, Colombia, Dominican Republic,
Guatemala, Chile, Ecuador, Uruguay, Venezuela,
Argentina, Trinidad, and Mexico. The speaker was

. Mr. Rabindranath Laila from Trinidad. In their area,

youths are very much concerned about their Govern-
ment. There are occasionally some demonstrations
and riots. Voting age i 18, except in Trinidad, where
itis 21. They are mostly agricultural countries, The
Educational system mostly follows the British system,
Compulsory schooling at the age of 16.

"Next group was from the Southern States in
America, They were from Florida, Kentucky, West
Virginia, North Carolina, Arkanas, Louisiana and
Puerto Rico. The speaker was Mr. Luis R. Torres
Olmeda from Puerto Rico. The Educational system
here is similiar to the other American States. The
voting age is 18. The youths in this area are proud
to serve in the army but most of them think that the
draft system is unfair to them, They are also very
much concerned about their Geovernment and Com-
munity.

The next group was from the African States.
The speaker was Mr. Stanley Elliott. First he talked
about the youths in Uganda. :

The family life there is simple. Waste lands are
now developed ‘into industrial area because Uganda
depends mainly on industry though agriculture is also
important, crops are cotton, coffee, and millet.
Minerals are mainly copper and iron. The school
there follows the British system. The educated people

“are the Urban type and on the other hand, the

uneducated ending up to be farmers. The youths are

the care-free type and they mostly depend on their-

parents for support. Schooling is very limited. The
people in Uganda are poor yet they still are not keen
on working. Then Mr. Elliott talked about Moroceo.
There are 13 million people in Morocco. Population
is very dense. Morocco is under a Monarchy. The
Government lends their hands to the underprivileged
people there. Youths are very keen on schooling and
military training is compulsory.

Mr. Elliott then talked about his own country,
Rhodesia. He mentioned that in Rhodesia, there is
no prejudice between the races, Black and white

eople share the same previlege in schoal or in the
public. Both agriculture and industry are important.

For agriculture there are maize, tobacco, wheat which
is imported, sugar which is exported, beef and mutton. .

For industrial products there are gold, iron, steel and
tin. New factories are still under 'development.

‘Yoting age is 21. The per capita earning is $2000

U.S. a year. Youths are very much interested in
politics and though occasionally there are demonstra-
tions they are mostly of a peaceful nature.

Last group to speak was from two countries,

Tsrael and Lebanon. 'The speaker was Mr. Noam

Hariri from Israel. Education is compulsory which
is run by the Government. In Isarael agriculture is
steadily weakening and also foreign aid is needed.
In Israel, military service for youths is compulsory
for three years of training. The voting age is 18.
The youths are interested in politics and international
affairs, - '

When the last group finished their speech, the
Assembly started to ask questions which were answered
by the 10 speakers. Thus ended the first day of the
World Youth Congress,

After dinner, Mr. Bryan gave us assignment for

‘Tuesday._ The subject for Tuesday afternoon was

“What Three Specific Recommendations would your
Committee make to Improve the World of Tomorrow”
and “To Plan Now for a Better Tomorrow”. We

were divided inty 8 groups. Each committee was -

allotted six minutes for our reports. The report

On Tuesday 25th in the morning at 9:00 am.
the Chairman of the Youth Congress Mr. Finis E.
Davis opened the Congress by introducing the speaker,
the Australian Ambassador to U.N.,, Mr. Patrick
Shaw, C.B.E. Mr. Shaw has been Permanent Re-
presentative of Australia to the U.N. New York, since
June 1965, Mr. Shaw served his Country in numerous
capacities, including First Assistant Secretary, and

Deputy Secretary, Department of External -Affairs,

and Australian Ambassador to Indonesia, and the
Federal Republic of Germany. Mr. Shaw’s subject
was ‘“The Role of the U.N. in the World of To-

morrow”’, He mentioned particularly the purpose of -

U.N. was to prevent WAR. In the past years the
U.N. has managed to solve Crises before they enlarged
into major war which could have affected the whole
world, for example the war in Korea. Also over the

past 23 years the U.N, orgaﬁised special police force,

~ the U.N. Force, to stop unstable situation in countries

e.g. Cyprus, Congo and also many Minor wars had
-been suppressed by the UN. The UN. had
succeeded in bringing freedom and independence to
many smaller countries and helped the economy of
backward countries. The U.N. also help to bring
closer relationship between the big powers. These
are the main points which Mr. Shaw had talked about
in the morning.

At 1:30 p.m., group committee repoits.  The
first group to give their reports was group no. 3.
They were from Malaysia, Korea, Rhodesia, Morocco,
Nebraska, Netherlands, Connecticut, Colombia,
Maryland, Colorado, Alabama, Lebanon and Hong
Kong. Their three recommendations were: -

(1) The Establishment of a new universal language’

(2) The immediate revision of the power structure
and Chartered control of the idea pertaining to
the United Nations.

. (3) Control of population growth through the media

of international education.

Second group to speak was from Utah, Canada,
‘Texas, Puerto Rico, Tennessee, France, Arizona,
Mexico, Upper Volta, England, Pakistan and Michigan.
The speaker was Mr. Glen Nicholas from Tennessee,
Their three recommendations were:

(1) Eliminating racial prejudices and promote
universal education.

(2) Use communication media to promote peace and '
education. :

(3) Encourage international living to promote under-
standing of people and culture.

Third group was from Pennsylvania, Austria,
North Carolina, Australia, Washington, Dominican -
Republic, Oregon, Uganda, New Mexico, Argentina,
Wyoming, and Bermuda. The speaker was Mr. John
Crebbin from Awustralia. Their three recommenda-
tions were:

(1) Misconception-lack of understanding.

(2) Food shortage-must search and develop lands for
farming.

(3) Population-education for family planning and
“economic planning.
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Next group was from New York, Switzerland,
Tllinois, Spain, Canada, Philippines, Michigan,
. Norway, Louisiana, Ohio, Hawaii, and Kansas, The
speaker was Mr. Brian Metherns from Louisiana.
Their three recommendations were:

(1) Communication - develop  an  international

language. ;

(2) More person to person contact-c.g. Permanent
organisation like the World Youth Congress.

(3) Develop food and land Distribution.

Next group was from Finland, Indiana, Denmark,
Minnessota, New Hampshire, Republic of Congo,
Wisconsin, Arkansas, New Jersey, Sweden, Alaska
and Iceland. The speaker was Mr, Robert Simmons
from Minnesota, Their three recommendations were:

(1) Improve the World education,

(2) Birth control.

(3) Develop a world Police Force,

Next group were from South Carolina, Oklahoma,
Japan, Australia, Towa, Chile, Guatemala, Florida,
Missouri, Canada, Rhode Island, and Germany. The
speaker was Mr, Ulrich Haag from Germany. Their
three recommendations were:

(1) Revise United Nations-increase power of U.N.
More chance to give other countries to join the
U.N. e.g. Red China.

(2) Organise World Pool foi Food.

(3) Enlarge Youth Exchange Programme,

Next group was from Idaho, Mississippi, West
Virginia, Venezuela, Louisana, ~Georgia, Italy,
California, Paraguay, Minnesota, Iran, Virginia and
Uruguay. The speaker was Mr. Pablo .Garcia-
Podesta from Uruguay. Their three recommendations
were.

(1) Time involved-improve communication to know
and respect culturés of each country.

{2) - Population-help others without impairing culture,

(3) Number Power-establish 2 world representative.

After all the committees had given their reports,
the Assembly exchanged ideas with one another. And
thus ended the two days Youth Congress.

On the following day we had the wonderful
opportunity of witnessing the Lions Internationals
Convéntion, the 5Slst of its kind. We saw thousands
of Lions from all parts of the World in a very colourful
parade, consisting of a large number of floats re-
presenting many Lions Districts throughout the
U.8.A. and some foreign Countries. Later in the
evening the Convention which was beld in the Dallas
Memorial Auditorium was opened by International
President Jorge Bird. Next the Youth delegates
attended the Lions Texas Night Show which lasted

* for two nights. It was truly a remarkable enter-

tainnmient. On that particular occasion all the delegates
to the Youth Congress were introduced as a group to
the audience. We were indeed thrilled.

Let me conclude by saying that we all were much
impressed by the tremendous energy of the Lions,
the wonderful work they weré doing and which I am
sure will continue for the good of our Communities.
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The Kowloon Lions have acquired
their first Sister Club in Korea.

A 24-man Korean Lions group
visited Hong Kong July 2730 on the
last leg of an extended tour beginning
with the International Lions Con-
vention in Dallas, Texas and con-
tinuing through Europe and Southeast
Asia, In the group were Lions Kim
Ryou Sung and Chung Chang Hong,
Third Vice-President and Deputy
District Governor respectively of the
Inchon Lions Club, with whom Lion
Julio Templo had previously been in
contact, We invited them to a dinner
on July 27 at the Arirang Restaurant
in the Lower Arcade of President Hotel
during which -we exchanged Club
plaques and certificates of Sister Club
affiliation. Prior to his departure for
home on July 30, Lion Vice-President
Kim left some souvenirs behind with
Lion Julio—16/18 tie pins, 20 tie tags
and 3 sets of cuff-links.

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The Principles of Speech Therapy

At our second luncheon meeting on August 17 we had a very interesting
guest speaker in the person of Miss Cecilia Wai-Kwan, L.C.$.T. (England)
Government Speech Speech Therapist Her speech follows: —

The' activity of Speech involves
highly intergrated neurological and
paychological functions.

-Normally people take the ability to
speak for granted, but when a child
fails to speak normally at the expected
time, or adults deprived of speech due
to brain injury or disease, a deep
importance which people attached to
speech will be sidely reflected in the
anxiety-of parents, or those concerned.

What Is Speech Therapy?

Speech Therapy is a scientific ap-
proach to the/ireatment of the defects
and disorders of voice, articulation,
language ,and rhythm, in children or
aduits, with either developmental or
acquired origins. It is aimed at

cultivating the patients’ minimum .

speech ability to the maximum capacity
for the purpose of communication.

"The treatment involves an under-
standing of the type of speech disorder
and its relation to the individual's
failure or limited ability to com-
municate with others. It is dependent
upon the history and careful examina-
tion of the individual, phonetic
analysis and assessment of the speech
and language condition. . As we know
speech is a major expression of the
individual and has an emotional basis,
speech therapy, therefore, involves
more than just the treatment of the
Speech alone. It implies the treat-
ment of the whole individual,

Patients who need speech therapy
1. Voice disorders:

(a) Absence of voice.

(5) TFailure in development of
the normal adult voice.

(¢} Impairment of voice e.g.
hoarse, and jusky voice.

(d) Voice with too much or too
little nasal resonance.

(¢) Abnormal voice produced by
the ventricular folds.

(f} Patients after laryngectomy -

for the production of
oesophageal voice.

Causes of the above conditions may
be due to structural abnormalities,
injuries to the wvocal apparatus,
diseases of vocal apparatus, lesions
of the nervous system, endocrine
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imbatance, psychological condition,
misuse and abuse of the wocal,
apparatus. :

2. Articulation disorders:
(a) Defectivearticulation or slow

development of articulatory
patterns including  substitu-
tions, distortions, omis-
stons, additions and trans-
positions of the sounds of
speech. Causes may be due
to deficient intelligence,
emotional disturbance or
immaturity, imitation = of
abnormal patterns of arti-
culation, hearing defects,
neuromuschlar  conditions
affecting mucle tone and
the. action of the muscle
used in 'articulation e.g.
cercbral palsy.

3. Language disorders:

(2} Inadults, loss or impairment

@)

of speech due to the absence
or impatrment of memory
for those symbols, spoken
or writien by means of which

we exchange ideas with our

fellow-men. The possible
causes are an organic dis-
turbance of the dominant
cerebral hemisphere affect-
ing the use of language as
the result of trauma, disease,
or degenerative conditions,
e.g. cerebral -vascular ac-
cidents, brain injuries, etc.
In children,
abnormally slow develop-
ment of language could be
due to deaf mutism, low
intelligence, brain injuries,
pathological conditions, de-
layed or defective develop-
ment of the cerebral
functions subserving speech
or psychological disorders,
where intelligence is normal
resulting in a failure to use
language,

4, Disorders or fluency
(Rhythm):

It is an interruption in the

* normal rhythm of speech of

such frequency and ab-
normality as to attract at-
tention, interfere with com-

failure  or

munication of cause distress
to the speaker or his
audience. He knows pre-
cisely what he wishes to say,
but at the same time is
unable to say it easily,

because of an involuntary-

tepetition, prolongation, or
cessation of sounds, such
, condition is known as
stammering, or stuttering.

Principles of Treatment:

(z) Relaxation therapy;

() Exercises of the speech ap-
paratus;

(¢) Audio-visal stimmulation and
kinaesthetic sense training,

{d) Ear-training and sound dis-
crimination;

{¢) Language stimmulation;

(f) Personality training,

(2) Mental reassurance.

Prognosis:
Gratifying results can be expected
if there 1s sufficient co-operation with
the patients and various professions

concerned.

The clinictan’s personality, ef-
ficiency, interest and experience are

also the important factors for a.

successful treatment.

Conclusion:

Speech Therapy plays an important
part both in medical and educational
aspects. More and more specialization
is available and many types of speech
voice and language defects are fruitful
fields for research,

In conclusion .1 would like to
emphasize that the earlier treatment
is given to the speech disorders, the
better progosis could be expected,
particularly in the case of children.
